Fox Chase Cancer Center comprises the Institute for Cancer Research, one the nation’s first cancer institutes,
and the Hospital of Fox Chase Cancer Center, the first hospital devoted exclusively to cancer care. In 1974,
Fox Chase was one of the first institutions designated as a National Cancer Institute Comprehensive Cancer
Center. The designation acknowledges the breadth and depth of Fox Chase’s research in basic science, clinical
research, and prevention, control, population, and behavioral sciences, and strength in interdisciplinary work
among these areas. In addition, the designation recognizes the Cancer Center’s robust activities in public

information, education, and outreach.

Annual hospital admissions at Fox Chase’s 100-bed hospital exceed 4,000; outpatient visits to physicians total
more than 70,000. More than 170 clinical trials of new prevention, diagnostic, and treatment techniques

are under way at any one time. Fox Chase Cancer Center has more than 2,400 employees and an operating
budget of $332.5 million for fiscal year 2008. Research takes place in more than 80 laboratories by a staff of
more than 325 physicians and scientists.

Fox Chase researchers have been recognized worldwide for landmark contributions to our knowledge about
cancer causes, treatment, and prevention. Our investigators' numerous awards include Nobel Prizes in
medicine and chemistry, a Kyoto Prize in basic sciences, a Lasker Clinical Research Award, American Cancer
Society Medals of Honor, memberships in the National Academy of Sciences, and induction into the National
Inventors Hall of Fame.
